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Main text. Calibri 11, 6-point spacing, 15-point line spacing, and justified alignment. The text should be between 800 and 1,000 words long, excluding captions, notes and the bibliography.

The author may use italics to emphasise a term, if desired.
Subheadings

Quotations of 40 words or more are inserted into a new block paragraph without quotation marks and with an additional left indent. Quotations should conform to the format of the 7th edition of the APA.
Figures, tables and images
The maximum number of images to be submitted is 3.
Only images that are truly useful, clear, and relevant to the text should be submitted: drawings, plans, photographs, film stills, paintings, etc. These must be referenced in the text using the format 'Figure n', where n is a consecutive number starting from 1, in parentheses.
The images should be incorporated into the text file in the order in which they are described, immediately following the relevant description. Ensure that their insertion does not interrupt the paragraph.
Figure n. Title of figure, table, or image. Font. Calibri, 10-point font, 6 points spacing before and after, 12-point line spacing without indentation, and justified alignment.
Image sources
The source of every image included in the article must be specified in the caption, citing the author and bibliographic source where possible. 
Images included in the text must be submitted as separate TIFF or JPG files with a minimum size of 12 x 18 cm and a resolution of 300 dpi.
If the abstract is accepted, the author must sign a copyright transfer agreement for the submitted images and will be solely responsible for their reproduction. If any material received does not include the copyright holders' consent for publication, the author will be held responsible, and the Congress will be exempt from any liability.
Notes and references
If, in the development of the article, it is considered necessary to include text that clarifies a certain point, this should be done by means of footnotes, not at the end of the article. Include only indispensable notes.
Bibliographic references will be listed at the end of the text, ordered alphabetically by author's last name. In the case of having more than one publication by the same author, it will be ordered by year of publication, from the oldest to the most recent. Only the references cited throughout the article will be included. For this purpose, the standard APA Seventh Edition will be followed in terms of citations and references (see link https://apastyle.apa.org).
To allow for doubly anonymous peer review, any references that could identify the authors must be removed, including:
- Names, institutional affiliation, and contact information.
- Explicit references to projects, previous publications, or acknowledgments that could reveal the authors' identities.
- Funding information that could compromise anonymity.
Doubly anonymous review also means that you must anonymize any references to your own publications. Citations of your own work in the main text should take the form (Author, 2024). References to your own work should be presented at the end of the reference list as follows (this is for a journal article, for example, but it applies equally to other forms of publication):
Author (2015). Journal article.
Ensure that you are also not identified in the file's metadata.
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
